Re: Fee changes

With upcoming rule change and other concerns, there are a number of fes changes we'd like to bring before the
Council for their consideration.

Fee changes must go through a process dictated by rule which require notifying Oregon State Building Codes
Diviston and action by the City Council. With an eye to future wa feel this Is a goad time to take the opporiunity to
make other changes and do some general housekeeping. We recommend streamllning the fee structure. The
methodology we suggest Is more easily understcod and makes over-the-counter permit sales simpler. The end result
will have a slight Increase in fess, seme of which have not increased in fifteen years or ore.

PLUMBING

Building Codes Division has Issued a rule which, as of Oclober 1, 2006, disallows charging plan review fees for cne
and two family dwelings. Now, for new construction, there Is a 65% charge for plan review included In plumbing fess.
We recommend (hat the plumbing fees be increased to make up for the 65% loss of revenue.

MECHANICAL

One and two family dwelling mechanical (heating, ventilation, and air conditioning) fees have also included a 65%
additional charge for plan review In new construction. Leglslation banned the practice for plumbing and X wil
probably be coming for mechanical. We recommend removing the plan review fee and Increasing the permit feas to
offset the loss. There may be a small increase in mechanical permit revenue bt the intent is to keep totals nearly
level for new construction.

However, currently the average fee for a funace replacement is §35. The City's portion of $8.75 probably doesn't pay
for paperwork processing and our portion certalnly doesn't cover processing plus the inspections required. We
suggest raising the minimum fee to cover the actual costs. The fee for the fumace replacement would be $64.

The curvent fee schedule being used is unnecessarily compiicated and we recommend a simplified form. This wil
allow the permits to be Issued over-the-counter and thus improve service.

For commercial installations we are recommending the fee method used by many other jurisdictions. Rather than
calculating fess by type of equipment, valuation is used to determine fees. This may raise revenues slightly but the
intent is to simplify the permitting process and better link charges to administration and inspection casts. Pians
examination fees would be required and charged at 25% of the permit fes.

STRUCTURAL

We would like to raise the minimumn charge from $13 to $40. At the lower end of the fee schedule, processing
expenses alone exceeds income to the City and TBD, leaving nothing for the expense of inspections. We have
rounded up the numbers in the rest of the fee chart, with an average increase of about 5% which should cover the
increase in our medical insurance and fuel costs.

The attached schedules are drafis which show our recommendations compared to what is in effect now. Please
consider whether they are adequate for the City's needs. The fes change process takes a minimum of 45 days to
implement so I'd like to start the process soon. With your permission, I'd like to come before the council as soon as
possible to seek their approval and input and, if agreed, schedule the required municipal hearing, For their packets |
will Include a comparison chart on an average-new home and a timeline of the free change process.
